Assignment 1_1 (10 points)

In this assignment you will create your first XHTML Web page on your York Web space.

1. Activate your Web space through Manage my Services; Central Web Services.  Follow the instructions to Activate your Web account (you need to access Passport York).  Use the instruction given on the York site to create and upload your files on the York Web server:  link1, link2.  You can do this from any computer connected to Internet.  The York Web server is the “remote” server.

2. The “root” of your Web space (on the York Web server) will appear in the right window of Core FTP LE client (red spot on the figure bellow).  In the left window you will see folders from your computer.
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To transfer a file from your computer (left window) to your remote Web space (right window):

· first click on the file on the left window (you make a choice) 

· second click on the arrow pointing to the right (blue arrow).  You will hear a sound at the end of the transfer, and you will see the file in the right window.

3. Create in your “root” a folder named “images” and upload in it the Library Photo 

(you find it at URL: http://www.yorku.ca/mkant/images/LibraryPhoto.jpg ), right click on it and save the picture on your computer first). This is the “second” image. 

You will find a “button” image at URL: http://www.yorku.ca/mkant/images/Button.jpg.  Download this image on your computer and use Paint to write label LINK 1 on the button.
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	When you write the text on top of the button check that the object added has a transparent background as in the left image.  

Name the result “Button1.jpg”.  
Repeat the action to obtain “Button2.jpg”.  

Upload the files “Button1.jpg” and “Button2.jpg” on your Web site in the folder “images”.




4. Create in your root a folder named CSE1550.  You will upload in this folder your first XHTML page for the course.  This page will be named “index.html”.
5. Create your first XHTML Web page (index.html) as follows:

· use a unique table

· table’s border color is “#FFA500”, cell spacing is 5, cell padding is ?  (make some tests to be able to decide for a value such as your page looks as much as possible alike the one below); table’s border is 2px, table’s background-color is  “#cccccc”

· all text font is “Arial”

· insert York image from my site using URL: http://www.yorku.ca/mkant/gif/HeadYorku_Good_0.gif 

· insert the “second” image using a relative link to it

· insert the Button1.jpg and Button2.jpg images using relative links to them

· replace the .........  by your name

· complete the alt parameter for all images in your XHTML page (your choice of text).

Your page must look like the picture below:
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It is part of your assignment to try different solutions such as your page looks as the one above.

6. Validate your XHTML page using the W3C validator for XHTML.  Your mark will be diminished if your page is not XHTML valid.  Only after your page passes the validation add the icon [image: image4.png]~ XHTMLE

on your page.  

7. You have to submit two pages for your Assignment1_1.  First you will have a cover page.  The second page should contain the URL for your Web site.  Do not write the URL on the cover page.  The second page should also contain the source of your index.html page.  Mandatory use a text editor for both pages.
8. Try your URL in a Web browser (Firefox), to be sure that it is working.   You will receive the mark only for a working URL.
