DATABASE for a Hospital

A hospital wishes to construct a database to store current data. It has a number of wards, each of which has a number of patients. The hospital requests to register the date and time when the patient enters in a ward.  A consultant is in charge of only one ward with a ward having only one consultant (except for observation wards which have no consultant assigned to them). The hospital requests to store in the database the date when a consultant starts to be in charge of a ward.  Patients can undergo a number of operations. Some consultants perform operations, with operations being performed by only one consultant. Each ward has a number of nursing staff, with a nursing staff member allocated to just one ward. The hospital requests to store the date when a nursing staff starts to work in a ward.  The details to be kept for wards include ward number, ward name and number of beds. Patient details include patient number, name and address.  Consultant details include consultant code, name and phone number. Nursing staff details include staff number, name and grade. Operation details include operation number, type and general description.  When a consultant performs an operation on a patient, the date and the length (minutes) of the operation should be registered in the database.
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
